Jealousy occurs when sighted people can hop in their cars and do whatever whenever wherever. 


Frustration happens when we want to buy plants and place at our loved one's graves but no one to help. 

Loneliness is present when there is no one to share our woes with. 
Depression surfaces when we can no longer read the printed word. 

Fear hits us when we must relocate and we do not know the new surroundings. 

Helplessness (and desperation) emerges when we cannot get our ill dog guide to the vet.
